Annex 1 - Mandatory conditions

1. No supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence -

(a) at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the
premises, or

(b) at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal
licence or his personal licence is suspended.

2. Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a
person who holds a personal licence.

3. The admission of children under the age of 18 to film exhibitions permitted under the
terms of this licence shall be restrlcted in accordance with any recommendations
made

a. By the British Board of F|Im Classmcatfon (BBFC) where the film has been classified
by that Board, or
b. By the Licensing Authority where no classlflcation certfﬁcate has been granted by
the BBFC, or, where the licensing authority has notified the licence holder that section
20 (3) (b) of the Licensing Act 2003 applies to the film.
